BULLIMORE

Name origin

This rare and interesting name is of Medieval English origin and is a dialectal variant of the locational name Bulmer, from places so called in Essex and Yorkshire. The earliest recording of the place in Essex is in the Domesday Book of 1086, and appears as 'Bulenemera', and in the Ancient Charters of 1178 as 'Bulemere'. Bulmer in Yorkshire appears in the Domesday Book as 'Bolemere' and in the Pipe Rolls of 1130 and 1156 as 'Bulemer'. The derivation of both these places is identical and is from the Old English pre 7th Century 'bulena', bull and 'mere', a lake, thus 'bull's lake'.  The first recorded spelling of the family name is shown to be that of Margaret Bulmer, which was dated 1542, Leavening, Yorkshire, during the reign of King Henry V111, 'Good King Hal', 1509-1547. Surnames became necessary when governments introduced personal taxation. In England this was known as Poll Tax.

1788 Norfolk Chronicle 2 Aug Sale a dwelling house in two tenements with the yards and gardens belonging Copyhold. Fine certain and several occupants Timothy BULLIMORE & Thomas DIXON. Yearly rent 4l

1885 Thetford & Watton Times Frank BURTON, bricklayer summoned by Edward WEGG, brickmaker for assault at the Crown. After hearing evidence from the landlord John BULLIMORE on behalf of the complainant and Alfred BULLEN TURNER on behalf of the defendant, case dismissed.

1888 Norfolk News 8 Dec John BULLIMORE was charged by PC SALTER with erecting machinery within the prescribed distance from the highway on 28 Nov. Defendant said he was threshing for Mr PORRITT and the machinery was all screened as far as he knew how. Mr Porritt was called as a witness and described the position of the machinery which he considered sufficiently screened but there was still the question as to whether some part of it was within the prescribed distance. Taking all the facts into consideration and there being no disposition on the part of the defendant to evade the law, the Bench decided to dismiss the case. 

1892 Norwich Mercury 23 July A pony belonging to Mr J R GREENHILL, which was standing outside Mr BURTON’s butcher shop became restive and backed the cart to which it was attached into the large plate glass window of Messrs BULLIMORE and Sons completely smashing it.
1895 Norwich Mercury 21 Dec Ernest HARWOOD, Albert WHITWOOD and James BULLIMORE, all Trunch Labourers were charged by T C Blanchflower with trespassing on his land in pursuit of game. They said the rabbit ran from Mr Owls field. Fined 4d and 6s 2d costs each.

1907 Norfolk Chronicle 20 April Annual prize animal sale in N Walsham Prize for the best pair of polled or horned beasts grazed by occupiers of not more than 100acres won by Mr W S BULLIMORE, with two fine animals

1908 EDP 24 April Mr W S BULLIMORE won prize at auction sale for best beast from not more than 100 acres.

1915 Thetford & Watton Times 17 July News received of the death of the third of the 40 men of Trunch who have been serving in the Army or Navy. The man in question is John BULLIMORE of the 1st Norfolks, who has died in hospital from wounds received in the trenches. A memorial service was held, 200 people attended.

1919 Thetford & Watton Times 27 Sept Aylsham Show Mrs W S BULLIMORE prize for best dairy cow.
