On Jan 1st. 1876 Maria BUTTLE married Hezekiah LAMBERT in Cullingworth St John Yorkshire. He had been born in Croxton Norfolk, his father was an innkeeper and he was an agricultural labourer. In 1851 he had married Elizabeth CULLUM and was living with her and children in Croxton in 1861 & 1871 but she must have died between 1871 and 1876 - one death found Depwade 1873 possibly her. As his marriage to Maria was in Yorkshire presumably he had moved there as well as her.

1862 Norfolk News 31 May Court action Buttle journeyman brickmaker v Robert Chapman harness maker. The parties belong to Trunch the plaintiff bringing his action to recover 15s for a quantity of tar. Buttle said he had purchased the tar of a man named Watley at 1s 4d per stone and sold it to Chapman for 2s per stone. Chapman called Watley as a witness who denied that he had ever sold the tar to Buttle, so no right to sell it. Defendant awarded costs.
