Colman crime/transportation

In May 1799 Ann Lever married Edward Thoresby at Worstead, Norfolk. Edward died in April 1802 and in September 1802 Ann married for a second time, her groom was Philip Colman. A daughter Rebecca Colman was born at Worstead 5 Feb 1803, and a second known daughter, Mary Ann Colman, was baptised at Trunch Norfolk 7 March 1808. Nothing further is known about Philip, apart from the fact that he was a seaman.
In January 1809 Ann was prosecuted at Norwich for larceny, along with her brother-in-law Stephen Colman – both were sentenced to transportation. Local Trunch residents appealed for leniency to be shown to Stephen (led astray by his wicked elder sister-in-law, with whom he lived/lodged) and he served six years on the hulk “Retribution” before being pardoned in February 1815.
Ann was one of 7 female prisoners removed from Norwich gaol on 17 January 1809. Was she transported to Australia and if so, what became of her?
(Stephen Colman went back to Trunch, married and raised a family in the village – he was my 3Xgt godfather. I don’t know who raised the two little daughters of Philip & Ann Colman, but both girls eventually married in Norwich in the 1820’s.) from Jay or Janet

I beg to submit to your consideration the following remarks:... There is another cause to which the laxity and depravity of public morals is peculiarly imputable. It will perhaps scarcely be believed that, on the arrival of a female convict ship, the custom has been to suffer the inhabitants of the colony each to select one at his pleasure, not only as servants but as avowed objects of intercourse, which is without even the plea of the slightest previous attachment as an excuse, rendering the whole colony little better than an extensive brothel, and exposing the offspring of these disgraceful connexions to the risk of an example at once infamous and contagious. So prevalent has this practice been that it is estimated there are actually at this time about one thousand illegitimate children in the colony of this description.....HR NSW Volume 7., p.120.

On convict list in 1817 - 1821 in New South Wales May have been another Ann Coleman

1848 Norfolk News 29 July Crown Court William Self, 25, and James Band were charged with having on 10 July stolen a pig worth 20s from Mr Primrose and Robert Self with having received the same, knowing it stolen. A youth employed to look after the pigs said there were 58 and on Sunday 2 were missing. He had seen one dead in Bear Yard in N Walsham, appeared to have been killed with a hatchet. Inspector Scott found a dead pig in a ditch 200 yards from Robert Self’s house. Constable Aldis of Knapton apprehended Band. Third PC apprehended William Self. Philip Colman, lab, Trunch said W Self offered him half a crown to get one of his masters pigs. Robert Wortley, farmer said W Self had lived with him as servant for about 2 years and he had found him honest. William Johnson, draper said he had known Robert Self all his life and never knew any wrong in him. All found guilty 4 months hard labour. 

1855 Norfolk News 31 March John Cutting (18) labourer was charged with stealing 5s 6d the property of Stephen Coleman of Trunch. The prosecutor on the 19th March had 7s 6d in a wooden box, 6s in silver and 18d in copper. The day after the fast day he looked in the box, which he found had been broken open and discovered that 3s 10d had been taken away. One of the shillings was marked in a peculiar manner. Some money had also been taken out of a box belonging to the prosecutors wife, Ann Coleman. It appeared that the prosecutor and his wife went to church on the afternoon of the fast day and while they were away the robbery was committed. The woman had fastened her front door but not the back door. She left 3 of her little children playing in the garden.The children afterwards went to meet their parents. They had not gone far when they met the prisoner whom they suddenly missed when he got near their fathers gate. Information of the robbery was given to the police who apprehended the prisoner. When informed that the corn bin of his master would be searched he produced 7 shillings, one of which the prosecutor immediately identified. Found guilty 4 months imprisonment.

1862 Norfolk Chronicle 22 Nov Trunch The tranquility of this village was on Sunday morning last, broken by a report which quickly spread around the neighbourhood that a man by the name of Coleman living in Trunch and in the employ of Mr Primrose of the same place, brewer, had been poisoned by his wife. The report however, has been satisfactorily proved to be entirely without foundation. Coleman had been for some time unwell, suffering from disease of the heart and on Sunday morning, after partaking of a herring for his breakfast, he was taken violently sick and vomited much. After the sickness had subsided, his wife advised him to go and lie down, which he did, but he had not been in bed long before he knocked for his wife and told her he was dying, and he died a few minutes afterwards. An inquest was held on the body at the New Inn Trunch and from the evidence adduced by the surgeon, John Shepheard Esq of North Walsham, the jury returned a verdict that the deceased had died from natural causes
