Bull takes life of Mr Fred May. All Richmond was shocked when it was learned Thursday last of the direful tragedy which had taken place the previous evening on an East Richmond farm when Fred May met an untimely death beneath the horns of his own bull. Mr May had gone to cut some brush, saying he would return about 10 o’clock. He said he would drive the cows up with him when he came back and failing to return within a reasonable time his wife grew anxious and his son Duncan, along with Jackie Savage, set out to find what had delayed Mr May. It was not until nearly midnight that they discovered his body wounded and with clothes almost torn from him. It was found that the bull had escaped from his customary pen and had joined the band of cows which Mr May purposed driving back to the barn. It is presumed that the unfortunate farmer did not know the animal was in the herd until he was attacked. Alone and without aid this well known farmer met a hard death and all East Richmond, as well as much of the rest of the island where he was known are filled with sorrow at this violent passing of a much respected citizen. 

Mr May was very popular in his community being an intelligent humourous efficient farmer. He had been treasurer of  Anglican Church during its years of operation and took an active interest in all community affairs. He came to Richmond from Norfolk, England in 1899 settling first on Twigg Island and later on his present large farm, 649 Cambie Road. He is a brother of Randall May, also of East Richmond, and he has 2 brothers and 3 sisters in England. Ezra May, 602 Cambie, is his uncle and nephews which survive are Harry, Arthur, Don, Edgar, Godfrey and Stephen. Marjorie (Mrs Savage) and Nora are nieces. Besides his wife he leaves one daughter Rosemary and 3 sons. Norman is with the airforce, stationed at McLeod but came home for the funeral. Duncan and John  are at home. Rev A J Williams officiated at the funeral which was held on Saturday afternoon from the Mount Pleasant Undertaking Parlours where a great assembly of friends gathered to pay their last respects and display their deep and genuine sympathy. Mr May was 63 years of age, appearing much younger than his years suggested. In his death Richmond has lost a very worthy citizen. Of him one of his neighbours says “I do not know of a more beloved or outstanding citizen - a really good living man” This is a tribute which any man might covet.
