Newspaper reports

When searching for Trunch in old newspapers on line be aware that you may well get truncheon, a racehorse called Trunch in the 1930s and a holiday cottage called Trunch in Lincolnshire. 

1734 Old “Mercury” files (in Thetford & Watton Times 24 March 1934 as 200 years ago) A woman was sent from Norwich Castle to Thetford Assizes for “threatening to burn the town of Trunch”.

1758 Ipswich Journal 1 April Committed to Castle in Norwich Lomus SMITH, James LACEY charged by widow Sarah LAWRENCE of Botesdale Suffolk of entering her house and carrying away a quantity of linen and six silver spoons Lomus Smith is a gypsy, a tinker by trade, the other sells buckles and knives, the women that are with them tell fortunes are believed to belong to a gang of about 20 , ..there are 10 of them in the neighbourhood of Southrepps, Trunch, Bacton. One is their captain wears a laced hat and rides a good horse. Upon their being searched in prison, in teh pockets of Lacey were found a green purse with three plain gold rings and a die.

Mrs Watts is a very unhealthy woman and the prisoner offered to sleep with her if she liked. Mr Watts was absent, never saw the prisoner till last Feb. Jane Stearman saw prisoner coming from Knapton where she passed Mr Bakers gate. The woman spoke to her. 

A Watts lives in Knapton is a carter, recollects Mr Primrose’s fire the day after he passed Mr Bakers gate a little before 11, about 12 yards from the gate he found letter on footpath ..he carried it into the yard and gave it to Mr Baker, his lad was with him at the time, he was taken up on suspicion. He met Mrs Wortley. A boy was with Watts ….he saw Mrs Grix while his master was taken up, he was going to N Walsham to speak to master, …she called him back and told him to say I was going to run and pick it up and his master told him to keep it back; I told her I should not say so but tell the truth…….

M Baker lives in Knapton, is a farmer. He had on his farming premises a wheat stack, barley both in straw and threshed, barns, outhouses and a granary. Alexander Watts gave him a letter as he was standing at the stable door, which ha has had in his possession ever since (produced). Prisoner came to his house on the Tuesday following when she had curl papers in her hair, she gave him a paper in consequence of conversation, she said she understood she was suspected of writing that letter to him, he asked why she thought so and she replied, because she understood that he wanted to see her handwriting and if I wished she would write but she had not any paper…..she returned home to bring a letter and show her handwriting. Peter Hall and Alexander Watts returned with her…….(Paper was torn but paper in hair matched water marks) 

Letter Mr Beaker look out, for on such time your premises will be on fire for my eye was on you yesterday. So I thought as Knapton farmers go sporting about with your hounds you ought to look upon the poor and hain ?? poor mens wages. You have had your own ways long enough. So look out as you have hung one of our gain you shall have folers? Anew to your heart desire for we mead just a beginning at Trunch and we men to stir up your Knapton gentlemen, young Robinson for one and Mister Atkson for another and we shall upon the round, there is 50 of us in the gain and you may catch us if you can. Not guilty

About an hour after (8 o’clock) Mr Coleman accompanied by a policeman proceeded to Newlands house in Trunch and accused Mrs Newland of stealing the spade, this she indignantly denied. He then requested to search the house, this was also indignantly refused, Mrs Newland insisting that there was nothing in the house which belonged to him and if he would enter he must first obtain a warrant. Went to NW left PC as watch. Crowd gathered, vent feelings, Newlands respected After Mr Coleman had been gone about three quarters of an hour one of the farm lads was observed to pass through the village and to take up his station near the blacksmiths shop on the NW road ... The lad said he was waiting on his master (by order of his mistress) to state that the spade had been found in the garden, having been left there by a gardener, who had been at work that day but he (the lad) was not to tell any one else. The news spread in an instant and the people gathered on the hill to give Mr Coleman a salute (sic) He arrived at eleven o’clock and after receiving the message sent Durrant , a labourer who had accompanied him, to tell the policeman he might go but not to say that the spade had been found. Mr Coleman meanwhile walked his horse and gig slowly down Church Street to the hill when he was immediately greeted with the violent yells of the men, screams from the women and a plentiful shower of stones, accompanied by derisive shouts from the boys. He appeared for a moment to be stunned by the nature of his reception, but recovering from his stupor he laid on the whip and thanks to a good horse escaped unhurt.

An inquest was held on the body at the New Inn Trunch and from the evidence adduced by the surgeon, John Shepheard Esq of North Walsham, the jury returned a verdict that the deceased had died from natural causes

The toast “health and happiness to our employers” was received with most rapturous applause. The festivities were kept up till a late hour, when the company (57 in number) returned to their homes, highly satisfied with their treat and in a most orderly manner. Wm PRIMROSE and Wm PRIMROSE jun liberally supplied the families in their employ with meat and beer in their own homes. The day was observed as a holiday and good humour abounded in the village.

Mr Cooper prosecuting and Mr Simms Reeve defending. Mr Greenhill deposed that in May last the prisoner was in his service as maltster. In consequence of information conveyed to him by PC Whateley he went to the malthouse on May 20th and saw that some green malt had been disturbed and about a peck and a half taken from the heap. There was a round impression of a water pot being placed upon the malt. PC said that on the eve of the 20th he saw prisoner going from prosecutors malt house to his own home. He had a watering pot with him and witness asked him what was in it, he replied he was taking sweepings to his master’s pigs as requested. They then went to malthouse, prisoner unlocked door and immediately on getting inside he emptied the contents of the pot upon the green malt. The grain from the pot corresponded with the malt on the floor. Mrs CHAPMAN a neighbour of the prisoner stated that on the night in question she saw him leave his house with a water pot and walk in the direction of the malthouse. In consequence she gave information to the police. The jury returned a verdict of guilty and recommended mercy on the grounds of long servitude with the prosecutor. Sentenced to 9 months hard labour.

Prisoners were seen (by PC NEWMAN - EDP report) leaving the prosecutors house between 9 and 10 pm on the 25th The younger prisoner carrying a pan containing a quantity of cooked meat under her shawl and upon her cottage being searched a number of articles were found which were identified as prosecutors property. Where all were good it is perhaps a little invidious to pick out for special mention any particular performers and without any intention of being partial it should be mentioned that the performances of Misses Bruce of Ipswich, PRIMROSE, A GREENHILL and L STEWART were exceedingly good. The former of these while doing extremely well at the piano did infinitely better at the violin. Other performers - Mr POOLEY, Mr G M BRUCE, Mr FULLER, Misses COWLES, J FULLER & S GREENHILL, Miss FULLER, Miss BRUCE, Miss BURNETT. The proceeds of the entertainment will be bestowed upon the reading-room which the rector is endeavoring to make attractive and comfortable for the young men of Trunch.

On opening the door Mrs AMISS the landlord’s wife, saw a spark fall from the top of the cupboard, and called attention of customers to it and several more were seen to fall. An examination was made and a sweep who happened to come into the yard was called in. The chimney was swept but scarcely any soot was found in it. Tradesmen were sent for and on pulling down the mantelpiece and the wall above the cupboard a quantity of soot about a foot in thickness it was found had accumulated on top of the cupboard and was on fire and the wood of the cupboard was alight. Some damage was done to the contents of the cupboard and the furniture etc. In the parlour through the water and smoke but the fire was speedily extinguished. Mr AMISS is insured with Norwich Union.

Jingling match 10 prizes out of 12 competitors. Tug of War Single men beat married men. Treacle roll match caused endless amusements. 

NALU notice of a meeting of the members of the district union at Trunch headquarters to consider the advisability of applying for an increase of wages.

The latter complainant stated that RIVETT stopped the donkey and BULLER struck him on the side of the face. BULLER stated that the complainant stripped to fight him and they “fowt” and no one else interfered. The defendant LARK was further charged with assaulting FRARY on 6th. Oct.  Complainant said he saw the defendant on 6th. When defendant said to him “ You’ve got a summons for me haven’t you? He then seized him by the throat, struck him in the head and pulled his hat to pieces. The remains of the hat were produced. Defendant who spoke in a noisy and impudent manner accused the Defendant (complainant) of setting a dog on him and also striking him with a stick. The Chairman addressing him said he had given them an example today of what he was. He had recently been convicted of an assault on an old man and he would now be sentenced to 6 weeks hard labour. If brought before them again on a similar charge he would have 2 months. BULLER was sentenced to 14 day’s imprisonment and RIVETT was allowed to go on paying fine and costs 12s.

In order to do this he twisted a piece of cord round the horse’s tongue in a way which when pulled the noose tightened and closed. On the animal jumping about Bloom gave the cord a jerk which cut a third of the tongue clean out.  William BEAN labourer also gave evidence. 24 hours before vet called. Horse could not eat grass. Bloom said he had the pony for 4 years and it was not done purposely.

1899 Eastern Evening News 6 May Buried alive at Northrepps - shocking well disaster. About half past twelve today two men employed in sinking a well at Northrepps were buried by the falling in of the earth. They were 50 feet down at the time of the collapse and 20 or 30 men are now employed in digging them out. It is not expected that the unfortunate men can be reached before tomorrow morning. Their names are W BEAN a widower and John RIVETT a single man. Both are about 30 years of age and belong to Trunch. The well was being constructed for Mr J H Gurney for the parish of Northrepps. 

1899 Eastern Evening News 13 May There was an action by Alfred BULLEN of Trunch well-sinker against John Suffolk of North Walsham, carpenter for work done and materials supplied £4 10s. Defendant appeared and his Honour having been informed the plaintiff was engaged in Northrepps in recovering the bodies of his men who had been buried in a well there, intimated that he would adjourn the case to the next court.

1897 EDP 16 May The final scene in connection with the Northrepps well disaster was witnessed yesterday. In the afternoon the remains of the deceased men John RIVETT and William BANE were removed to Trunch for internment. This took place at 5 o’clock in the presence of a large crowd of mourners and sympathisers. Along the line of route blinds were drawn and shop shutters put up in token of respect as the funeral cortege passed by. Mr R W Palmer provided a couple of hearses for the occasion.  The coffins were made by the late comrades of the deceased, Mr BULLEN, Mr A PARDON and MR G AMISS. On leaving Northrepps the funeral was escorted by PC DAWSON and at Trunch PC POWELL and PC TYE were on duty. Rev KIMM conducted the service. The church was full. Among those present were Mr & Mrs John Henry Gurney, Mr A BULLEN, and the late fellow workers of the deceased. In church the hymn Rock of Ages was sung. The coffins were borne to the grave by parishioners. The grave, a double size one is situated to the north side of the church and as the bodies rest side by side they are close to where relatives of both deceased men are buried. Rivetts is near that of his mother and Bane to that of his grandmother’s grave. One coffin bore the inscription “John RIVETT died May 6th. 1899 aged 29 years” and the other “William BEAN (Bane) died May 6th. 1899 aged 29 years”. Several very choice wreaths were sent and came from Mrs R Cook Northrepps “with much sympathy” Mrs Amis Suffield Park Cromer “with kind regards”, Emma Matthews Northrepps “with deepest and sincere sympathy” A Lubbock “with regret”, Mr & Mrs Riseborough “in token of friendship” Albert T Mills Northrepps “with deep sympathy”, Mr & Mrs Frank Farrow Suffiled Park Cromer “with deep sympathy”, Mrs H Wells & M C Wells “ with deep sympathy”, J Reynolds “with good wishes”, Lina & Mrs W Woodhouse “ with love and deep sympathy”, Alice “with best love”, and “In remembrance of a dear father from his beloved little Flora” The sum collected by Mr G B AMIS on behalf of Bean’s child amounts to £9 7s. 

1899 Diss Express 19 May The Northrepps Disaster The body of John RIVETT, one of the victims of the Northrepps well disaster was brought to the surface last Friday. On Sunday night the body of William Bean/BANE was recovered. Inquest - accidental death. The funerals took place at Trunch on Tuesday. Rev Kimm took the service, church was full, including fellow workers of the deceased. Coffins were borne to the grave by parishioners. John Rivett died May 6th 1899 aged 29, William Bean/Bane died May 6th 1899 aged 27 years. 

1899 Thetford & Watton Times 20 May Inquest on Northrepps well disaster. Thomas RIVETT, Trunch, labourer identified the body of his son John. He lived at home with father and worked for Mr Bullen, well-sinker.  Alfred Bullen said he lived in Trunch and was a well sinker, with considerable experience. John had worked for him for several years and had done  a lot of well-sinking. Bean/BANE was the foreman. BULLEN superintended but was not there at the time of the accident. He had 6 men on the job. Began 3 weeks before the date, got down to 50 ft with no difficulty, 10ft further to go. About 1 pm he heard something had happened and went to the spot, found well had shot in 6ft from top. Brickwork in the well, small lengths of brick concreted in. He knew of nothing that could have been done to prevent the accident. He was ill on Fri & Bean took charge. Did not have council leave for well, not on the road, on a place chosen by landlord Mr Gurney. Bullen would rather have had it in an inclosure nearby because it was better site, would not be interfered with so much by children.  Not dangerous to put a new well near an old one about 15 ft away. Did not consult on geology of soil. Old well couldn’t go deep enough.  It was unusual that that the stuff jarred down every time a train went by, about 200 yards away, also a steam roller passed. Bullen said he would do nothing differently. Coroner asked why there was not a more rapid rescue. Bullen said worked night and day. William Cutting (also known as King) Trunch, employed by Bullen was there on Sat, 6 at work, Rivett & Bean/Bane down well, immediately train passed, well shot in from the bottom and in no more than 2 mins was filled nearly to top. Said there was a slight slip on Fri. But Bean was not buried up to knees. There was a slip in the old well when trying to repair it and buried a man up a little way. Ames Arnold saw well shoot in said was no ones fault. Harry Byers felt ground shake as train went past. Coroner said well sinking was dangerous tricky work. Verdict - accidentally suffocated by fall of earth into a well. 

Funeral - coffins made by Mr Bullen, A Pardon & G Amiss. The grave a double size one is situated to the North side of the church and the bodies rest side by side, Rivetts near his mother and Bean/Bane his grandmother. (There is no stone) £9 7s collected for Bean’s/Bane child.

Recently reviewed and vested in Trustees by authority of the charity commissioners. A Terrier of 1709 and 1716 also mentions 3 small cottages near the church inhabited by poor people. These were burnt down and the school erected on the site. In 1250 Maud de Norwich granted by fine to Richer, son of Nicholas, a messuage, 48 acres of land, a mill and the sixth part of another here and in Swafield & Bradfield. Trunch mentioned in Court Plea Roll of 14 Edward 1. In 1287 Earl Warren claimed a weekly market on Saturdays, which in 21 Edward 111 was valued at 10s per annum. In 1334 tenths etc assessed as £4 10s. In 1449 at 15shillings. Church in 1899 had 3 bells - Thomas Newman made mee 1710, Edward Piggon CW Thomas Newman made me 1707, Henry Housegoe Church Warden, John Stephens made me 1719. There were 3 bells 6 EdwardVI The third bell was sold in 1863 to Messrs Warner & Sons being cracked, had inscription - Thomas Delenne me fecit. Church restored in 1863, open bench seats to accommodate 250, 1881 chancel repaired, 1897 roof etc In 1842 a palimpsest brass belonging to this church was in the possession of Goddard Johnson of Marsham. On one side was “ …a ejus  et” and a shield and W and upon the other was “Walter Bolkmoot ? et Melocit uxoris …obiit vicesio quarto die MCCCCLXXIII  quor abz ppiciet de Amen The Communion plate consists of a silver chalice and lid of the second year of Elizabeth and bears the Norwich makers fish like mark. There is a bronze Alms dish representing the Annunciation in the Norwich Museum Registers from 1558, good preservation apart from traces of troubles in Commonwealth period. John GOGYLL in 1496 by his will left “to ye newe edification and repacon of ye perk there v marks etc and it appears from this will that there were guilds to Our Lady and S Botolph “the lyght of the maydens, the lyght of the plowlod in ye west end of Trunch and light of S Nicholas. In the reign of Edward 1 the rector had a house and 13 acres of land valued at 16 marks and paid 13d. Peters Pence and the prior at Castle Acre had a portion of the tithes valued at 40s which was confirmed by Simon, Bishop of Norwich in 1268. It is valued in the Kings Books at £10 13s 4d and pays first fruit etc. The temporalities of Bromholm Priory were valued at 4s 7.5d In 1538 Thomas, prior of Castlecacre granted by fine to Henry VIII the advowson here and the same year the King gave it to Thomas Howard, Duke of Norfolk. It is now in the gift of St Catherines College Cambridge. The living was united to Gimingham in 1751 and disunited by Act around 1832  Living now of net value £267 per annum with 21a 1r 7p of glebe and residence built in 1832. In 1717 on the 4th July a great debate arose between the church wardens and the parson concerning the ringing for joy that the Earl of Oxford was acquitted. The churchwardens having set out the bells, the parson came to the church in great passion and forbade the ringers ringing any longer and in short turned them out of the church and told them amongst other things that the nation was ruined by this act of acquitting the Earl of Oxford and that the said Earl was for bringing in the Pretender and much more to that purpose. History of Thompson & Morgan
Thompson and Morgan had its origins in a small garden behind a baker's shop in Ipswich, where a young William Thompson's passion for botany grew. His specialty was growing rare and unusual plants whose seeds were sent from countries all over the world. Not only did it provide a sense of adventure for Thompson, it also established friendships with such scientists as Charles Darwin, Sir Joseph Dalton Hooker and Sir Michael Foster.

From the back garden he moved to a nursery at the edge of Ipswich and then to an even larger one. Eventually there were three of Thompson’s nurseries in the town. At this time, Thompson began to publish a magazine called The English Flower Garden.

In 1855, after moving from that small 'starter' garden, Thompson issued his first catalogue. He specialised in growing rare and unusual plants, seeds of which were sent to him from many overseas countries. His efforts made him one of the most distinguished plantsmen of his day and he was honored by the Royal Horticultural Society with the Victorian Medal of Honor in 1896.

With the seed-raising firm expanding, William Thompson started his partnership with John Morgan. John provided the business acumen that enabled Thompson & Morgan's continued solid growth. Thompson died in July 1903 at the age of 80, having lived to see Thompson & Morgan become one of the country's greatest seed firms with a reputation for introducing more species and varieties to the British gardening public than any other company.

The liabilities as estimated by debtor amount to £1355 15s 5d and the assets £374 5s the deficiency being £981 11s 5d. The causes of the failure as alleged by debtor are “bad harvest, loss of cattle and bad season at Mundesley”. The Official Receiver’s observations are - A distress having been levied for a half-years rent of the farm and judgement having also been obtained against him by two of his creditors these proceedings were instituted by the debtor upon his own petition. The debtor who had previously been employed as farm steward by his father at Trunch states he took over the farm about 2.5 years ago, agreeing to pay £500 for the stock, covenants etc but no portion of this amount had been paid and the amount is included among the unsecured creditors. The debtor started business as the Farm Produce Company at Mundesley last June and states that owing to a bad season this venture proved a failure. The household furniture is stated to belong to the bankrupts wife. It is alleged the bankrupt sold it to her for £150 four years ago. This claim will form the subject of enquiry. No books of account have been kept. Of the unsecured liabilities about £850 is for borrowed money inclusive of the £500 above. The balance is for good supplied, work done etc. The fully secured creditors hold policies on the debtors life for £500 & £250. Chief creditors King & Co. £18 10s 6d, A Caley & Co £19 9s 9d, Woods & Co £11 17s 9d, Bessy & Palmer £137 17s 8d, Press & Pallett £61 7s 5d, Wm Rbt. GIBBONS £36 9s 1d, Mr BLANCHFLOWER senior £500, Geo CUBITT £166 17s 6d.  

1903 EDP 19 Nov Re: BLANCHFLOWER bankruptcy Debtor stated that he was brought up to the drapery but when he came out of his time he went as an assistant to his father, a chemist in Yarmouth. 35 years ago he went into partnership with his father and brother as potted meat manufacturers at Reedham. When he left the business he took out £400 and started farming at Caldicott Hall near Yarmouth taking about 1000 acres. His father at the time lent him £5000 none of which has been repaid.  Debtor was at that farm about 3 years, leaving about 14 years ago. He then went to Hopton and had about £1,500 in cash and goods. He considered he was solvent as his father had forgiven him the debt. The farming at Caldicott resulted in a loss of £4000. At Hopton he had 130 acres and stayed there 6 years. When he came out he paid his debts and had nothing left. That was about 8 years ago. He borrowed £250 from a relative whilst he was there and he was still in her debt but had not scheduled her as a creditor as it was beyond the statute of limitations. After that the debtor became steward for his father in Trunch at a weekly wage of £1 He was steward to his father for 4 years and then his father on account of his age handed the farm over to him. They agreed to the valuation of covenants and corn at £500, debtor believing these were worth £100 more. His father did not owe a shilling beyond the mortgages. Debtor was to pay no rent but 5% on the £500 and interest on the mortgage. He did not think he had paid his father more than half but he had kept up the payments as well as he could. No accounts kept, no documentary evidence of transfer. A year before the farm was transferred he borrowed £200 to enter into a brickmaking business in Trunch. The money was borrowed on a joint note of hand from debtor, his wife and his father and was put into the business. He had no books relating to the brickmaking business which went on for a couple of years and lost £150. Mortgage sold 5 years ago & debtor hired farm for 25s per acre. Last March debtor hired a lock up shop at Mundesley abd traded as Farm Produce Company. He also used the premises as a restaurant and paid a Mrs Francis £1 a week to look after the place. There was a large milk round but no books kept.

1910 Eastern Evening News 11 April We understand that the labourers on several farms at Knapton & Trunch are out on strike on the question of longer hours. In the autumn of last year it is stated the employers on the men coming on to shorter hours did not make any reduction on 13s per week on the understanding with the men that when they commenced the 10 hour day in the spring they should do so on the same wages. The dispute is now as to an increased payment for the longer hours. We understand that such of the masters as belong to the federation are making arrangements for others to come over and take the place of the men on strike. 

1910 EDP 12 April Strike views. Labourers say 10 hours is too long to work in a day, 9 would be OK. Would do 10 hours for another shilling. Strike breakers being brought in from the Fens. Mr Herbert BARCHAM housing these strangers in a vacant cottage (up to 14).  Labourers Union has a branch at an inn at Trunch Some men were managing on allotments or small holdings. Others were talking admirably of friends and family who had set their faces to the West and prospered there and were sending home money for others to go out and join them.

Sentence of 7 days imprisonment and advised to leave the district. 

1911 Norfolk News May 6 A parish meeting was held to decide on the festivities to be observed on Coronation Day. It was resolved to have a dinner for the whole parish followed by sports. A committee consisting of the parish council (Messrs BOULTER, BUCK, GALL, GIBBONS, A MAY, POWELL & WEGG) and the rector was appointed to raise funds for this purpose. 

1911 Norfolk News 17 June Small holding enquiry into NCC application of compulsory purchase of 20? acres in Trunch & some in Knapton all owned by Ezra CORNISH. Some land was in the occupation of Mr BUCK. Sir Fowell BUXTON was the largest land owner & he had given 13 acres where Mr POWELL was the tenant. None of the farms in Trunch were very large. The largest ran into 200 acres and both Brick Kiln & the Manor House farms were owned by Mr CORNISH and in tenancy of Mr BUCK. The next largest was that of Sir TF Buxton, occupied by MR POEWLL. Mr MAY another farmer owned his own farm. Of the tenant farmers Mr BUCK had the largest quantity of land. Mr BUCK said he thought it rather unfair to take so much off one man. He submitted that Mr MAY had more land than he. Further two and a half years ago he let two fields away from his farm and considered he had done enough. Mr Cornish regretted that deafness prevented him hearing much of what was said. He said 2 small farms were let to Mr BUCK, one for 2 years & 1 for 20. He suggested 2 fields owned by Sir T F Buxton & Mr MAY & said that if they were to compel him to give up part of Brick Kiln farm he had better sell the farm to them and that he was willing to do so. As no previous offer from Mr CORNISH they still made the present application. 

1911 Norfolk News 18 Nov Edward BURTON was summoned under the poaching prevention act. From the evidence of PC William COOPER(Mundesley) it appeared that about 4 am on Sept. 18th. He was in the company of William BEAN, a gamekeeper for Sir T F BUXTON when they saw a pheasant caught in a snare in a bank. They waited an hour when the defendant and a man named FARROW came along with a lurcher dog. He saw the defendant come along by the bank and when they reached the pheasant the bird was removed from the snare and out in a bag and the snare put in the defendants pocket. The two men then went in the direction of Trunch village when witness & Bean overtook them. On being challenged and told the defendant would be searched on suspicion of having snares and game in his possession he made no objection. The result of the search was that the pheasant was found in the basket and two snares in defendants inside pocket. William BEAN corroborated. The defendants explanation was that he was taking the pheasant away to hand over to the head gamekeeper later in the day. The Chairman said it was rather funny that you had the snares and the pheasant in your possession at the same time. Convicted Fine 5s Costs 13s or 14 days

I could not at first imagine what it was as there was no sight of a storm. Then clouds of dust began to rise and the land gradually disappeared down the cliff side. One of my horses became frightened and it was not an easy job to quiet him. I must have had a remarkable escape as I had only just covered the part that has now gone over.” The beach below has been blocked to a considerable extent and it will be a matter of difficulty during the next few days for pedestrians to obtain a foothold at high water. Fortunately no on ewas passing at the time of the occurrence although it is stated that ten minutes earlier visitors were to be seen seated on the part now covered with debris.

For working in the old flint barn which he took over from Mr Benson a little more than 12 months ago is Mr Martin WILLIAMSON, son of Mr & Mrs G A Williamson of Hill House, Southrepps, who is engaging in a craft not often found in a small parish - organ building. Although he is only 26, Mr Williamson has already made his mark. Before he started work towards the end of last year on an attractive instrument now occupying a considerable area of his “factory”, he completed a one-manual electric organ for a church near High Wycombe. In addition he has renovated and in some cases modified as well, the church organs at Knapton, Sidestrand and Southrepps, while in Trunch Church he enlarged and installed the 144 year old instrument which formerly belonged to a Birmingham Church. Previously he produced a lot of good work in Birmingham. During the 3 years he was in business in the city he built the small one-manual organ now in use in St Anne’s Church, Eralham which will be replaced this year by the larger instrument on which he is now engaged. And his order book is full. He has renovation jobs awaiting him at Blofield, North Elmham and Winfarthing and has been provisionally booked to undertake work in other parishes. The organ which he is now building is a two-manual instrument with an electric action. To illustrate the amount of work involved in its construction Mr Williamson pointed out that it has 315 pipes ans that its mechanism has called for no fewer than 2400 electrical contacts and some 5 miles of wire. His interest in organs goes back to the days when he was a pupil at Norwich Grammar School. During the time that the Norwich Cathedral organ was being rebuilt after it was severely damaged by fire he spent most of his spare time watching the craftsmen at work and became so fascinated that when he saw the architects plan of the rebuilt instrument he made a scale model of it, which as visitors to the cathedral will remember was on view there until the organ case was finally completed a few years ago. After leaving school, Mr Williamson studied cabinet making and allied crafts at the College of Art in Birmingham. As he pointed out the appeal of organ building lies in the fact that it embraces a wide variety of subjects - architecture, cabinet making, electronics and music. If you get tired of doing one job there is always a different one you can turn to and get on with he said. Mr Williamson employs two assistants. They are brothers Mr Morris Skellern and Mr Paul Skellern, sons of the Rev. Harry Skellern, Rector of Belaugh.

The judge said there was much bitterness between the parties and Mr GIBBONS had given Mrs BURTON-SEYMORE his tenant notice to quit more than once. His Lordship had no doubt that the defendant found Mrs Burton-Seymore a difficult neighbour. She was a woman of strong opinions tenaciously upheld and emphatically expressed. She was convinced that Mr Gibbons would top at nothing to be rid of her. The judge could find no reason for saying that Mr Gibbons had acted spitefully with intent to do her harm however. The damage in the nursery was not wholly caused by the weed-killer. The probability was that the fertility of the soil had been diminished and that Mrs Burton-Seymore had cropped the land fairly heavily. She had crowded more and more plants into the available space and had tried to grow 4 times as many plants as a commercial grower would.
