Mr W Wegg’s (Thomas William) pork butchers was in Front Street. His sausages were something special and the recipe was never divulged. During the First World War he was summoned to court and fined for having too much meat in them. But he would not change. His slaughter house was round at the back. We did not get to see that as you had to go behind another house to reach it. Later he had a slaughter house in a barn down Chapel Road. He had a son Clifford who took a shop in Mundesley and the one in Trunch closed after William Wegg retired.

1804 Norfolk Chronicle 28 Apr 

To let a very commodious house with a good garden and orchard and well planted with choice trees, now in the occupation of Mr WEGG. - apply R Bacon.

1854 Norfolk News 29 July Ezra DUNCAN (20) labourer was charged with stealing 7 tame fowls the property of Cornelius BUGDEN. The prosecutor stated that on the 13th July he missed the fowls in question. Afterwards several feet and wings were shown him which he believed had been those of his fowls.  William FULLER a labourer in Trunch remembered going home from the New Inn on the 12th about half past ten at night. The prisoner and another man named WEGG met him and asked him if he would go with them to steal some fowls.  Guilty sentenced to penal servitude for 4 years. 

1857 Norwich Mercury 10 Jan John CUTTING (20) labourer, pleaded guilty to stealing on 14th. Sept. Last, two sovereigns from the person of Richard WEGG. He was sentenced to six month’s imprisonment, hard labour.

1860 Norwich Mercury 28 Jan John WEGG labourer of Trunch was fined 19s and 21s costs for poaching at Gimingham on the 18th Dec.

1861 Norwich Mercury 25 May sale Lot 8 - , another cottage in the occupation of -WEGG at the annual rent of £4,

1866 Norfolk Chronicle 7 April John Summerville draper Norwich v William WEGG labourer Trunch. The defendant presenting himself under circumstances which could leave no room for doubt that he had come fresh from the worship of Bacchus The evidence elicited that the debt for which the original summons had been issued was only a few shillings in amount and that for this trifling claim Wagg had already suffered 30 days incarceration. With a countenance radiant with significant redness, the defendant, a man past the meridian of life, but hale and hearty withal mumbles with reference to his previous confinement that he should like to enjoy a repetition of the same dose and actually expressed an ardent desire to have it administered without delay. Examination failed to show that WEGG had the means to comply with the court order, so matter held over till May. 

1867 Norfolk News 13 & 20 July Sale estate of William WELLS - 4 good cottages in the street, now in occupation of Robert LARKE, William WEGG, John PRIEST and Mrs COLMAN.

1874 Norwich Mercury 8 April Louisa LARNER and Ann Elizabeth Larner (mother and daughter) both of Trunch for assaulting Harriet WEGG jun on 24th inst were fined £1 each. William LARNER was was charged with assaulting Harriet WEGG the elder at the same time and place. The case was dismissed. John WEGG of Trunch was charged with assaulting Ann Elizabeth LARNER, one of the defendants in the first case. Case dismissed. 

1876 EDP 1 Sept. Accidents - On Thursday, a harvestman in the employ of Mr John Hewitt farmer of Trunch fell from a load of corn and sustained the injury of broken arm. In the same parish and on the same day a young married man named WEGG was in the act of wiping a scythe when it slipped and cut off 4 of his fingers.

1879 Norwich Mercury 19 Feb John BULLEN, Alfred BULLEN, Edward WEGG and Thomas GIBBONS, labourers were charged by James Pitchers, a game watcher at Southrepps, with trespassing in search of game on land in the occupation of Mrs Johnson. Pleaded guilty ordered to pay 15s 6d each fine and costs.

Alfred Bullen, Wagg and Gibbons were then further charged by Mr T B Bidwell, farmer, with trespassing on his land/ Pleaded guilty ordered to pay 14s each. 

1881 Thetford & Watton Times 12 Feb George HARMAN, bricklayer charged by Rev Scott of Mundesley with maliciously breaking a window of his house, on Jan 30th about 10.15 a stone was thrown through his window. Edward WEGG Trunch labourer said the man was HARMAN Imprisoned for 14 days with hard labour and to pay costs of £1 1s or 14 days further. 

1885 Norwich Mercury 7 Nov John WEGG and George MARGETSON charged with stealing one stone of straw, value 3d from Henry MAYES of Trunch, farmer. Pleaded guilty fined 12s each

1885 Thetford & Watton Times Frank BURTON, bricklayer summoned by Edward WEGG, brickmaker for assault at the Crown. After hearing evidence from the landlord John BULLIMORE on behalf of the complainant and Alfred BULLEN TURNER on behalf of the defendant, case dismissed.

1888 EDP 25 Jan An entertainment was given in the school-room by the Trunch Amateur Minstrel Troupe. The instrumental music was supplied by Mr. BRUCE, piccolo, Mr ALLARD harmonium, Mr A POOLEY violin, Mr WEGG violoncello.
1888 EDP 11 Aug Edward WEGG, brickmaker was brought up in custody charged by Maria his wife with assaulting and beating her the previous night. The prosecutrix  appeared in court with a black eye which her husband had given her whilst in a drunken state, when he beat her severely around the head and face. He was remanded to the Petty Sessions.

1888 Norwich Mercury 18 Aug Edward WEGG charged with assaulting wife Maria, William Wegg his brother with abetting. Wife withdrew charges, costs of 22s 6d shared

1892 Norwich Mercury 5 March Meeting held about allotments. Those requiring half an acre were Jno WEGG, James WATTS.

1893 EDP 27 Apr George LARK bricklayer charged by Richard WEGG , butcher, with assault, also with damaging a window & door in his house, damage 5s. Said defendant went to his house accompanied by his father. Who tried to restrain him but he broke away, smashed the window, forced in the door and struck him several blows in the face. He (witness) was covered in blood. Defendant then went into another room and took a timepiece which he claimed as belonging to him. PC Salter went to the house and saw the blood on the floor and complainant. George LAMBERT saw the defendant smash the window & door and sent for the PC. For the assault the defendant was committed for one month’s hard labour and was ordered to pay 17s costs or in default 7 additional days imprisonment. For the damage fine and costs of 12s.

1893 EDP 28 Sep Sale by Trustees of William Amiss. 2 brick, stone and tiled cottages occupied by LAMBERT and Richard WEGG, also butcher’s shop occupied by Richard Wegg together with outbuildings, yards, gardens. Let for £12 10s per annum copyhold. 

1893 Norwich Mercury 30 Sept Sale  Lot 3 - Two brick, stone & tiled cottages occupied by LAMBERT & Richard WEGG, also a butchers shop occupied by the said Richard WEGG with outbuildings, yard and gardens, let for £12 10s per annum Copyhold

1894 Thetford & Watton Times 30 June Benjamin BUCK, shopkeeper, sued Edward WEGG, brickmaker, for £1 15s half year rent for a cottage. Wegg didn’t consider he owed anything, dispute over who had the key. Judge found for Wegg said Buck was bad hearted and had behaved badly, should have taken quarter rent offered him. 
1898 Eastern Evening News 31 Jan Trunch drew 0-0 with Northrepps BULLEY -goal, SEXTON & NOWES backs, BANE, BULLEY, BANE half backs, WALLAGE, RIVETT, MAY, FRAREY & WEGG forwards

1903 Norwich Mercury 3 June Inquiry into death of Selina WEGG aged 2 months Daughter of John Wegg of Trunch and Matilda (living in Swafield) Child had measles Midwife said child was small, Dr did not come when called as “going out” Child was weak and poorly nourished, neglected and wasted, died from natural causes, mother admonished for not calling doctor, ignorant negligence.
