The first that I have found in the census is Samuel Bullen (1791-1870) who was born in Witton, a village nearby but was living and working as a carpenter in Trunch by 1828. He was married to Mary (1791-1870) and they had children - William (Witton 1821), Maria Ann (Witton 1822 - 1851), John (Witton 1825), Thomas (1828 in Trunch), Jemima (1834 Trunch) 

In 1841 the family were living in the Southrepps/Brewery Road but by 1846 they had moved to Chapel Street and had the Freehold of an area that became known as “Bullen’s Yard” and Samuel was working as a carpenter and wheelwright with son Thomas helping him. 

By 1851 John had married and had his own carpentry business in Warren Lane.

hi there i am actually married to my husband david who is a bullen i have traced his family back to trunch davids dad was one of five siblings . his father was charles henry ,bullen, his father was albert bullen born middlesbrough 1885 again one of nine siblings ,his father was alfred bullen born 1850 trunchnorfolk and i have john bullen born 1826 trunch norfolk i believe he was married to sarah we may be related as i have not finished my research yet and collated all my work also my husbands brother is called alan lesley bullen hope this is useful hope to here from you again ann bullen 
This Alfred born 1850 was son of John & Sarah - in 1851 census in Trunch. John was the son of Samuel. Alfred went to Middlesborough had 9 children, one was Albert born 1885 who had son Charles who had 5 children including David the husband of Ann above who contacted me. 

In 1861 William was living on the Hill with his wife Hannah and 5 children and working as a carpenter and wheelwright.  By 1881 William had died and Hannah was running the business and by 1891 her son Alfred had taken over and she was farming. Alfred carried on the business of carpenter and well sinker until at least 1929. Alfred's son Herbert was an assistant well-sinker in 1911 and in Arthur Amis' book there is a photograph of him and his brother Horace working as well-sinkers in 1959. 

Samuel & Mary’s daughter Jemima worked as a dressmaker and was single until she was 52 and married William Seago in 1886. In 1891 - where were they? 1897 William on electoral reg. 1901 as job master at a stable. 1911 living in 13 chapel road 8 rooms  - Dudley House now Gorrell Hill Farmhouse?? 25 years married. No children.

Jemima died 11 Oct 1913 aged 79 beloved wife so obviously a happy marriage

Samuel died in 1870 and his wife Mary a year later.

NEWSPAPER REPORTS

1860 Norfolk Chronicle 12 May Smallburgh Petty sessions On the 4th. Inst, Daniel Banham Holl of Trunch, schoolmaster, was apprehended and taken before W Baring at Gunton on a charge of embezzling various sums of money amounting to 13 pounds or upwards the property of Samuel Bullen of Trunch. He was remanded till the 14th. But admitted to bail himself and one surety of £20 each.

1868 Norfolk News 22 Aug On the 14 inst. A frightful threshing machine accident happened to a lad named Bullen who was at work at a machine on the farm of Mr Greenhill of Trunch. By some means he slipped with one foot into the drum of the machine and the limb was so smashed that although all speed was made to convey him to the Norwich hospital he died in about an hour after reaching the institution. 

1950 Sheffield Daily Telegraph 15 April Took Ladder Six Miles to save cat. Mr Horace Bullen of Trunch took a 25ft ladder six miles to a well at Hanworth to rescue a black cat that had fallen down it 24 hours earlier. He found the well was 50 feet deep but with the aid of Insp McClusky and another man who held the ladder he got halfway down the well. The ladder was then lowered on ropes so he reached the bottom. Mr Bullen rescued the cat and climbed halfway up then still holding the cat arched himself inside the well shaft while the ladder was hauled up. The cat owned by Mrs Norman of the common walked off.
