Lords of the Manor of Trunch

From the Domesday book - Lord of the Manor collected King’s taxes and dispensed justice. They protected the villages in return for rent and work. Some skilled workers like blacksmiths were paid.
1086 William De Warrenne - Conquest  Domesday book had 139 manors in Norfolk

When Peter died his widow Anne was tenant until 

1577 leasees - Charles Ogilv, Anthony Death, Tho Doodes

1588 younger Francis Southwell obtained the lease

1613 Let to Sir Edmund Cooke

1639 estate sold outright to Mayor & citizens of London. End of Duchy of Lankaster here. Mr Withers was the cities agent and collected rents

Then sold to Britiffe family.
