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Origin, Meaning, Family History and Newland Coat of Arms and Family Crest

English: topographic name, from Middle English newe ‘new’ + land ‘land’, for someone who lived by a patch of land recently brought into cultivation or recently added to the village, or a habitational name from any of a number of settlements called Newland for this reason. The place in Worcestershire for example is recorded as "la Newelande" in the Assize Court Rolls of the county in 1221 Early examples of recordings include William atte Niwelond, in the Subsidy Rolls of Somerset in 1327, whilst Geoffrey de Neuland is recorded in the Hundred rolls of landowners of Lincoln in 1273. The name is also found in Scotland, where it originates from the Barony of Newlands in Kincardine, and also from a parish in Peebleshire. Abraham Newlands (1730 - 1807) was chief cashier of the Bank of England, and bank notes were popularly known as "Abraham Newlands" from bearing his signature.The first recorded spelling of the family name is shown to be that of Samson de la Niwelande. This was dated 1188, in the Pipe Rolls of Kent, during the reign of King Henry 11nd of England, 1154 - 1189. Surnames became necessary when governments introduced personal taxation. In England this was known as Poll Tax.

Inst.) the greatest excitement prevailed amongst the inhabitants of Trunch in consequence of Mary Ann Newland the wife of an honest industrious and respectable labourer being accused of stealing a spade from the premises of a Mr Coleman a Knapton farmer. The circumstances are as follows Mrs Newland went that evening to Mr Coleman’s house in company with a person named Anne Farrow, a dress maker, residing at Antingham., for the purpose of taking home dresses for the servants (one of whom is a sister to Mrs Newland) They were invited into the house by Mrs Coleman and after staying nearly an hour left for Trunch and had proceeded on the road but a short distance when Mr Coleman came riding after them and asked whether they had a spade put on their cart? Receiving an answer in the negative he rode back declaring that no other person had been upon his premises. About an hour after (8 o’clock) Mr Coleman accompanied by a policeman proceeded to Newlands house in Trunch and accused Mrs Newland of stealing the spade, this she indignantly denied. He then requested to search the house, this was also indignantly refused, Mrs Newland insisting that there was nothing in the house which belonged to him and if he would enter he must first obtain a warrant. Went to NW left PC as watch. Crowd gathered, vent feelings, Newlands respected After Mr Coleman had been gone about three quarters of an hour one of the farm lads was observed to pass through the village and to take up his station near the blacksmiths shop on the NW road ... The lad said he was waiting on his master (by order of his mistress) to state that the spade had been found in the garden, having been left there by a gardener, who had been at work that day but he (the lad) was not to tell any one else. The news spread in an instant and the people gathered on the hill to give Mr Coleman a salute (sic) He arrived at eleven o’clock and after receiving the message sent Durrant , a labourer who had accompanied him, to tell the policeman he might go but not to say that the spade had been found. Mr Coleman meanwhile walked his horse and gig slowly down Church Street to the hill when he was immediately greeted with the violent yells of the men, screams from the women and a plentiful shower of stones, accompanied by derisive shouts from the boys. He appeared for a moment to be stunned by the nature of his reception, but recovering from his stupor he laid on the whip and thanks to a good horse escaped unhurt. 
1865 Norfolk News 17 June The Loyal Primrose Society held its 13th anniversary at the New Inn on Fri 2nd. Inst. The members proceeded to church headed by an excellent band composed of Aylsham and North Walsham volunteers. Service. Then headed by band proceeded through the principal streets to the club room where a most substantial dinner of beef roast and boiled the famous Norfolk dumpling and plum pudding awaited them, The meeting was presided over by Mr J R Greenhill of the firm of Primrose & Company brewers supported by E Meade surgeon to the society and Mr Hardingham.
