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PASTIMES - LEISURE AND SPORT

It is hard to imagine that the villagers of Trunch had much time for leisure before the 20th. Century when daily living must have been so hard but there are a few hints that some of them did. 

From Manor Records

On 15 November 1301 of the same year a commission is directed to " John le Bretun and Richard de Walsingham, touching the persons who, with a multitude of armed men, horse and foot, entered at divers times the park of John de Warenne at Gymingham, co. Norfolk, and his chace and warrens there and at Melewood, Thetford, Castleacre, and Sculthorp, while he was on the king's service in Scotland . . . hunted therein, took deer, hares and rabbits, and fished in his fisheries at Gymingham, Melewoode, and Rodemere, and carried away fish."

John Russell 7 of Moneslee, clerk, was a hunter within the warren of the lord the King, at Moneslee, Trymyngham, and Sydestronde, with greyhounds, and other hounds, and there killed a hare. Therefore the matter is referred to the King's council, (ideo ad cons' Dni).

John Russell, appointed rector by the king as Duke of Lancaster, 1493. Clerical poachers seem fairly common at this date ! The matter was referred to the King's council, because Russell had disobeyed the Statute of Richard II. : " That no Priest nor other Clerk, not advanced to 1ol. a year, shall have or keep any Greyhound, nor other Dog to hunt ; nor shall they use Ferrets, Hayes, Nets, Hare-pipes nor cords, nor other Engines, for to take and destroy Deer, Hares, nor Conies,(rabbits)  etc., upon pain of one year's imprisonment."—(See Spelman's Answer to the Apology for Archbishop Abbot, p. 115).

In 1591 we find Robert Browninge as one of the defendants in a suit undertaken by Anthony Death, the farmer of the demesne, denying "having taken any partridges in the said manor " and " as touching the killing or hunting of hares, conyes, etc., within the demesnes or copyholds of Gymingham, he states that it was, in a former suit had between her Majesty's tenants of the said manor and her Majesty's farmers of the demesne lands, ordered and decreed when and in what manner the said tenants might hunt and kill conies, etc., to which order and decree defendant refers." 12 

The Church was more important in past times, with many villagers attending St. Botolph’s or one of the non-conformist chapels. As well as providing a chance to sit and reflect and a meeting place, some of the churches arranged special events for their members to enjoy, while at the same time banning certain leisure activities, particularly on Sundays. Three Mens Morris boards scratched in church. Picture on site

Guilds of St Botolph & St Mary may have had special events 

St Botophs Day is June 17th. 

Trunch had a market and there would have been fairs and village feasts.

The School Log Books record several outings for the children in the 19th. Century, often to Mundesley. 

Obviously the Public Houses were a place of recreation for the men and the earliest reference that I can find to one in Trunch is in Goodrich’s book when he says that the Crown Inn existed in the 16th. Century. Gambling, and games such as dice, nine mens morris and skittles were probably common as well as drinking. 

Folk music and dancing were traditional in this area but I have not yet found the name of any folk-musicians in Trunch. But there are references in newspaper reports of the 19th C of singing and dancing at various events and a village choir and band.

Children presumably played games with hoops and balls, but as boys were commonly working in the fields from 10 or 11 years of age and girls were helping in the house or going into service, there was not much time for games. 

As far as women were concerned we know that they did knitting and sewing in their homes, as these skills were taught in the school in the 19th. Century but this is more likely to have been more for necessity than leisure. 

Reading would have been restricted to the wealthier families until the late 19th. Century as many ordinary people could not read. Many marriage certificates were only signed with a mark rather than a signature until the 20th. Century. I have seen one report of a Library in Trunch but with no more details.

There would be a big difference in the leisure activities of different classes. The wealthier Trunch families had time and money for enjoying their gardens, visiting and trips out in their horse-drawn carriages. The men probably took part in hunting and the women in crafts and reading. 

William Brackenbury was a gamekeeper in Trunch in 1851, Thomas Boulton in 1861, Clement Sexton in 1871 and1881, John Curson in 1891 and John Smith in 1911

Newspaper Reports

1814 Norfolk Chronicle 6 Aug Peace festivals The grand fetes which the poor have received from the great. The inhabitants of the parish of Trunch testified their joy on the return of peace in manner highly creditable to their patriotism and liberality. About 280 poor people sat down to dinner in the open air and were plentifully supplied with roast beef, plum puddings and good ale. The Rev Dr Gardner presided. Several loyal toasts were drunk with no small degree of enthusiasm. The ladies drank tea on the spot where the poor dined. In the course of the evening various rustic sports took place. Many of the principal persons in the parish joined in the merry dance for some time and the whole was conducted in a most orderly and peaceable manner. 
1822 Norfolk Chronicle 24 Aug The ventriloquist. Mr Lee Sugg’s Novelties. Trunch Tues 27th Aug. 
1823 Norfolk Chronicle 18 Jan Mr Steel informs friends and public that he will be at Trunch Tues 28th. Mr S’s evening academy for the instruction of gentlemen in Quadrille dancing will reopen at Yarmouth on 24th. 
1856 Norwich Mercury 27 Feb & 1 March Mrs Bidwell Sale as moving home- dining room - mahogany dining table, pair of mahogany card tables, whatnot, chairs, sofa, Turkey carpet, rugs, copper, etc Hall - mahogany chairs, sideboard, barometer, pedometer, chest, cricket bats, umbrellas, camp stool, mats, guns, pistols etc 

1863 Norwich Mercury 14 March The wedding of the Prince of Wales was celebrated most loyally in the little village of Trunch. The festivities were ushered in by the ringing of the church bells and the firing of cannon and guns. Messrs Primrose and Greenhill (of the brewery) entertained their workmen and families at the New Inn with a dinner of good old English fare, beef boiled and roasted, plum pudding etc tea in the evening and a liberal supply of ale, spirits and tobacco. The usual loyal toasts were given and the healths of the Prince and Princess of Wales were drunk with musical honours.  The toast “health and happiness to our employers” was received with most rapturous applause. The festivities were kept up till a late hour, when the company (57 in number) returned to their homes, highly satisfied with their treat and in a most orderly manner. Wm Primrose and Wm Primrose jun liberally supplied the families in their employ with meat and beer in their own homes. The day was observed as a holiday and good humour abounded in the village. 

1864 Norfolk Chronicle 11 June The Mutual Benefit Friendly Society kept their anniversary on the 3rd inst in a spacious booth erected near the New Inn which was made very conspicuous by festoons of flowers and fresh oak boughs tastefully arranged; whilst bunting floated from tall masts in gay profusion. The Cromer band was engaged and contributed not a little to the enjoyment of those present, The club attended church where an appropriate discourse was delivered by the newly appointed curate (the Rev J Matthews) The members afterwards repaired to the dinner table where about 80 sat down under the presidency of Edward Mead esq surgeon to the society, supported by J R Greenhill esq and Mr Hardingham. The secretary gave a favourable report of the society’s funds. Toasts were drunk, several songs were sung, and dancing was subsequently indulged in by a large number of persons from the neighbouring villages. 

1864 Bells Life in London 9 July Mr Greenhill selling greyhound sapling, red and white. By Magnum out of Spot, pupped Jan 10th 1863. Also some pups out of Good Liz etc 

1864 Norfolk Chronicle 8 Oct The Church choir, about 30 in number, had their annual festival on Fri. 23rd. At 2.30 all assembled in the field adjoining the Rectory which was kindly lent for the occasion by Rev Joseph Matthews, the curate, where a variety of games were provided for their amusement. At 5 o’clock they adjourned to the school room where they sat down to an excellent dinner of roast beef and plum pudding. The room, owing to the liberality of the principal parishioners in sending flowers and evergreens, was tastefully decorated by members of the choir. After dinner the subscribers and their friends were admitted to the school room when several glees were rendered in good style by the choir. At the conclusion an address was delivered by Rev Matthews in which he thanked the Misses Robinson for having organized such an excellent choir etc

1865 Norfolk News 17 June The Loyal Primrose Society held its 13th anniversary at the New Inn on Fri 2nd. Inst. The members proceeded to church headed by an excellent band composed of Aylsham and North Walsham volunteers. Service. Then headed by band proceeded through the principal streets to the club room where a most substantial dinner of beef roast and boiled the famous Norfolk dumpling and plum pudding awaited them. 

1865 Bell’s Life in London 18 Nov sale - greyhounds Greenhill

1869 Norwich Mercury 4 Aug Church Choir thanks for a treat on July 23rd Male members spent a pleasant afternoon at cricket and in the evening the choir gave a concert. The solos were sung by Mr Holl and Mr Fuller. An excellent magic lantern display also took place.
1881 Norwich Mercury 13 Aug The Primitive Methodists first Sunday school anniversary was celebrated on the 31st. Sunday school opened thanks to the energy of Mrs Nichols, Mr Coleman, Mr Flaxman, Mr Pitt and others. A large room was lent by Mr Buck. Mr T Bealey played the harmonium. On Wed the children had their treat. Waggons and horses were lent by Mr Bidwell, Mr Buck & Mr Ducker, a large number of young and old were conveyed to Mundesley beach. Then tea was provided in the Chapel. Then a meeting - F Long, S Lacy, Coleman, Bright, Pitt, Lombard, Thorton, Bell etc all spoke.

1882 Norfolk Chronicle 1 July Sale of effects of Wm Primrose - furniture for sitting & sleeping rooms in Rosewood & Mahogany, 4 post and other bedsteads, 9 feather beds, chests, washstands, toilet seats, glasses, linen, china, piano, organ, 160 ounces of plate, wine, spirits, small library of books including Blomefields Norfolk, oil paintings, engravings, kitchen requisites, greenhouse plants, carriages, harness, etc.

1884 Norwich Mercury 31 Dec A successful entertainment was given in the school room on Dec 26th consisting of songs and readings interspersed with dance music rendered by members of the Trunch band. Mr T Bidwell acted as chairman. The room was prettily decorated for the occasion and many thanks are due to Mr Josiah Fuller for the excellent platform arrangements. Miss Lucy Primrose kindly gave her services in training the choir and presided at the harmonium in a most efficient manner. The humorous readings by the Rev Price met with a most enthusiastic reception especially the one entitled The Musical Butcher. An amusing feature of the entertainment was a laughable dialogue entitled Domestic Frugality the characters being remarkably well sustained by various friends. The proceeds are to be devoted to providing a school treat after the annual inspection of the school. 
1885 Norwich Mercury 23 May A service of song entitled Eva was given on Wed last in the Primitive Methodist Chapel by the choir and members of Trunch band. 
1885 Norwich Mercury 20 March The annual Shrove Tuesday sports were held in a field kindly lent by Mrs B Primrose of the brewery. The promoter of these sports, Mr Amis of the New Inn was well supported by gentlemen in the village and neighbourhood. Ploughing match won by Thomas Fuller in the employ of Henry May. Donkey race …Hurdle race …Pony race…150 yards flat race…Sack race R Gibbons second ..Half hour race won by A Bean. Other winners etc from Southrepps, Gimingham, Knapton & N Walsham
1886 Thetford and Watton Times 13 March On Tuesday night the bullock sheds and buildings erected only this year on an off farm occupied by Mr Thirtle of Trunch was found to be on fire. An unusual large number of persons, this having been fair day, at once made for the scene of the conflagration and endeavours were made to rescue the cattle, which unfortunately proved only partially successful as they were unable to rescue two of the bullocks which were subsequently burnt to death.

1888 Norfolk Chronicle 15 Sept The third annual show of the Trunch District Farmers and Labourers Horticultural Society was held in Mundesley Prizes - Lady Robinson, Mr H Robinson, JR Greenhill (grapes, plums and cabbages) Mr G Ives, W Bullimore, R Frary, J Amis, F Riches, F Boulter, W Primrose, 

1891 Norwich Mercury 21 Feb Annual sports - ploughing match tie between R Sexton of America and James Gee of Knapton, Mr Blanchflowers man. Donkey race won by A Bullens Charlie, his Sam second, 100 yards flat won by H Bane, 200 yards A Bane second, Tug of War married V single, married won, 400 yards A Bane won, Jingling match ? Races for boys under 12 & under 16.

1893 Norwich Mercury 18 Feb 10th Annual shrovetide sports in field near New Inn lent by Betsy Primrose. 23 in ploughing match. William Fuller 2nd. Donkey race - R Dixon, A Bullen Tug of War Jingling match G Lark, W Frarey, Mr Carter provided horses and ploughs. 

1894 Norwich Mercury 2 June Respected postmaster Benjamin Buck entertained 73 village children to an excellent tea in a tastefully decorated barn on the farm occupied by Henry May to commemorate his golden wedding. After tea the youngsters indulged in football, scrambling for nuts etc and before leaving cheered heartily for Mr & Mrs Buck. Friend and neighbours were invited by Mr May (son-in-law) to supper in the barn. After a few words from Alfred Primrose an adjournment was made to the house where the fragrant weed was indulged in. 
1900 Thetford & Watton Times 25 Aug Report of Powell wedding. Ernest Hudson was best man. Honeymoon by train to South coast. Present of a silver mounted oak framed tantalus with three heavy cut glass liqueurs from the Trunch Cricket Club.
1901 Diss Express 12 July Norfolk Junior Cup cricket result Trunch 127, Overstrand 207 for 2 wickets

1903 Norwich Mercury 15 July A loan exhibition was held at Trunch Hall in aid of a fund to repair the church tower. Various exercises in drawing and wood carving done last winter in the Trunch technical classes formed the nucleus of the exhibition but the home treasures of the village and neighbourhood had also been laid under contribution. £160 so far promised towards the £300 needed. 

1903 Norwich Mercury 4 Nov Application to Education Committee from Trunch for travelling expenses of teachers of carving, carpentry and drawing. Resolved to pay actual rail fare and trap hire at 6d per mile for each evening the classes are held. 

1904 Norfolk Chronicle 17 Dec An entertainment was given in the school room with a long and varied programme of vocal and instrumental music, tableaux, waxworks, gramophone and an amusing little sketch “Jumble Sale” Though the evening was rainy there was a good audience.
1905 Norfolk Chronicle 29 July Choir outing to Yarmouth. 24 members. Saw the revolving tower, sea front, market place, St Nicholas Church, & tea at Morgans Temperance Hotel, then excursion by water to Gorleston. 

1921 Thetford & Watton Times 22 Oct NW & District Draughts Association meeting Mr J R Greenhill hon. Secretary Also present - W Matthews, W Dixon, Holding Whist Drives to raise money. Decided to form a league
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In the early 20th Century there was a men’s club occupying a low building near the village pump. There were two or three rooms where they could play cards, dominoes and draughts but there was no room for billiards or snooker. Trunch draughts team used to play in the North Walsham and District league and were good enough to be champions often.They could sit for hours playing one game. They would almost tire the opponents out. (from A Amis’ book) 
After WW1 there is a lot more information available about leisure activities in Trunch. In the 1920s there were village fetes and hare- coursing, the Trunch Rovers Football team were playing and the Trunch Mens Club entered and won a local draughts competition. By the 1930s there were outings arranged by the Methodist Church and the Girls Friendly Association and the New Inn had a bowls club. PHOTO below

Special days were also marked as in 1935 when there was a Jubilee fancy dress parade in Mr Mays paddock. The Trunch Rovers Football teams continued all through the 20th. Century and the Girls Friendly Society until at least the 1960s. 

In the 1950s the New Inn had a darts team, there was a children’s play on the rectory lawn, there was a Women’s Union group and a special fancy dress to mark the Coronation in 1953. Also in the 1950s there was a puppet show with puppets made by Mr. Mallett the Postmaster. Another quite unusual feature was the cycle speedway track on the playing field in the 1960s, situated where the carpark is now. In the 1970s and 80s the village also had Tug of War Teams and this post on the playing field was used for practice. 

MORE DETAIL of 20th C

1910s 

From Arthur Amis’ book “Dawn to Dusk”

The Village Hall could be said to be a monument to the young men around at the time it was built in 1912. Prior to that there was a men’s club occupying a low building near the village pump. There were two or three rooms where they could play cards, dominoes and draughts but there was no room for billiards or snooker. Trunch draughts team used to play in the North Walsham and District league and were good enough to be champions often.They could sit for hours playing one game. They would almost tire the opponents out. The Rector at that time was Rev. Cheshire and he was very well liked. He thought that a Village Hall should be built and he sold some glebe land to the village for £5. The piece of land concerned was known as Garden Loke’s Alloments. The £5 was to be paid after all other expenses had been met - he was in charge of the glebe land - so that the building work could start earlier. Money was scarce in those days. The young men and other villagers set to work to raise the necessary money. This they managed and the Hall was built for just under £500.Apparently it was not quite clear of the debt when the 1914-18 war broke out.The £5 for the land was never paid, the War took all the young men from the village and unfortunately Mr.  Cheshire died suddenly in 1916. It is said that he was upset to learn that some of the young men from Trunch had been killed. A succession of Rectors followed and they began to call the Hall the Church Institute. 

As years went by it needed to be repaired. The Church used to ask the village to find the money. Personally I was not satisfied. I had heard my uncle talk of how the church was claiming the Hall as their own. I made several attempts to find out the details but did not get anywhere until the Rev. Mr C Shells came to Trunch. When I raised the matter with him he offered to get in touch with the Norwich Diocesan Board. This he did and a meeting took place in the Hall attended by the Diocesan solicitors. This was the first time we had been able to see the deeds. In them was the agreement to pay £5 for the land but it had never been paid. When I said that the village would pay that sum the solicitor answered that the Hall was standing on the 

land concerned  which was in any case now worth more. I told him that I had spoken to our MP about this and that he was seeing the Minister of the Environment about it. The solicitor did not like that but eventually the £5 was settled and the Hall handed to the village under a D of E document now known as the Village Hall Model Deed. Three of us felt that just the land the Hall stood on was not enough, and that a car park was needed. Arthur May, Wally Hicks and I bought the extra piece of ground and gave it over to the village with the Hall legally signed and sealed. Trunch Village Hall is managed by a committee made up of equal representatives of every organisation in the village. It must never be lost or those young men forgotten who helped to build it; they went off to fight and never came back.
