Your Committee, in addition to the remarks entered in the visiting book, have especially to report to the Board great laxity on the part of the Governor of the Gimingham House and a gross violation of the rules of the Workhouse. A pauper by the name of Gowen of Trunch, having complained "how hard she thought it that she should be separated from her husband, and that another woman named Hazell of Hempstead should be shut up with him;" Your Committee made strict inquiries into the matter and found that such had been the case, notwithstanding the Governor had been cautioned by the Committee on a similar transgression a few days previously. 

Your Committee also beg to remark that the Pauper Gowen was detained five days, viz. from Friday the 4th. February until the following Wednesday in the receiving Ward, and even then was passed into the House without the inspection of the Medical Officer. Your Committee are also of opinion that the Schoolmaster is inefficient and not at all calculated thro’ his inactivity to perform the duties of the Office.

On visiting Gimingham Workhouse on Tuesday the 30th. March 1847, about half past Nine O'Clock in the Morning, we found several Men walking out side the House & the Breakfast but just over. The Governor was not to be found for some little time after we arrived, but we rather suspect he had not left his bed. In going through inspecting the Wards, we found the Women's Sleeping room in a dirty state and the beds in pieces & want to be stuffed very badly. In the Men's Sleeping room it appeared in a little better state, but not furnished. In entering the Laundry & drying room, we found the floor on the drying room in a wet, dirty & very smelly state & if not kept dry in future the Boards must rot. The Men were playing Marbles and we were obliged to take them away from them. Some Paupers came in the House the night before & part of them remained in the Probationary Ward the next Morning. In the Schoolmaster's apartments we found the Schoolroom and Sleeping rooms in an excellent state, much to the Master's Credit & the Schoolmistress's in the same order.

Mr. Rix, the Master of the House, was then called upon for an explanation & stated there were two men out side the House, one of them in the Stable and the other after Kindle for the fires, by order of the Porter. That he was up at six O'Clock in the Morning and read Prayers to the Paupers at breakfast. 

A Statement of the Salaries of the Medical Officers, Schoolmaster 

Poor Law Commission Office 

9644 B Somerset House 

47 15th. May 1847 

Sir 

I am directed by the Poor Law Commissioners to state that they have received a Report from their Assistant Commissioner Sir John Walsham, after a Visit made by him to the Erpingham Union on the 21st. Ultimo, in which he has called their attention to the inadequacy of the Gimingham Workhouse as regards its size and to its defects with respect to its internal arrangements. 

It appears that there is no provision for the accommodation of the Sick Men, that the ventilation is more or less defective in every Room, that the Privies and Muck Bins in the boys' and girls' Yard are in a very bad state, and that there is a total absence of sub Classification of the inmates generally. 

It further appears that there is no work provided for the able bodied Men in the House and that the Refractory Wards are small rooms ten feet in length by three feet in breadth and without light or proper ventilation. 

Sir John Walsham states that he called the attention of the Guardians to some of these defects on the 28th. July 1846 and also pointed out the necessity of appointing an Assistant Matron. 

The Commissioners request that the Guardians will take the subject into their early consideration, with a view to providing such remedies for each of the defects above pointed out as may be best calculated to render the arrangements of the Workhouse as free from objection as possible. 

As regards the ventilation, the Commissioners learn from Sir John Walsham that he has recommended the placing of perforated zinc tubes along the ceiling of each room, the ends of such tubes being made to communicate with the outward air. 

The Commissioners believe that this plan has been successfully tried in several of the Unions' Workhouses in Sir John Walsham's District and they therefore suggest it for the attention of the Board of Guardians of the Erpingham Union. 

The Commissioners also recommend that the Guardians should provide some work for the able bodied men, either in breaking stones or picking Oakum, which the Commissioners believe are generally found to be proper employment for paupers in Workhouses.
